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INTRODUCT IO

Section 65302(f) of the Government Code of the State of Californiz raguires
a General Plan to include, "A Seismic Safety element censisting of an identification
and appraisal of seismic hazards such as susceptibility to surface Tupturss from
faulting, to ground shaking, to ground failures, or to the effects of seismically
induced waves such as tsunamis and seiche. The seismic safety element shzll 2lso
include an appraisal of mudslides, landslides, and slope stability as necessary
geologic hszards that must be considersd simultaneously with other hazards =il
a5 pessible surface ruptures from faulting, ground shaking, ground faijurz and
seismically induced waves,!

The technical and very specialized sciesntific naturs of the informztion
necessary .Lo .comprife 3 seismic safety element is such that the services of a
g2ologic proféssianal werz necessary in order thaz this slament be ZCgurats
and meaningful in terms.ef complying with the inzent of above mentioned stz
requirements.
