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I. INTEODUCTION

Culver City has a resident population of 37,900 and a daytime pop-
ulation in excess of 100,000, Within the 4.8 sguare mile area
urban growth has created pressure on natural as well as manmade
physical environments. Urban expansion, the spread of blight-in
central city areas, and trends toward intensification of land use
throughout the urban area, have all contributed to safety problems.

Covernment Code Section €5302.1 reguires a safety element of all
city and county general plans, as follows:

A safety element for the protection of the community from
fires and geologic hazards including features necessary
for such protection as evacuation routes, peak load water
supply reguirements, minimum road widths, clearances around
structures, and gecloglc hazard mepping in areas of known
geologic hazazd.

The Safety Element is intended to identify and define programs to
protect the community from fire and geologic hzzards. &As directed
by Section 65302.1 of the California State Government code, it recog-
nizes and defines substantive problem areas of urban fire hazards

and geclogic hazards.

Urban Fire Hazard - Predominantly characterizsd by structural fire
" hazards affecting residential, commercial, and
industrial activities.

Gealogic Hazards - Geologie activity, other than seismic events,
creating an impact on the safety and welfare of
Los Angeles County citizens, such as slope insta-
bility, general subsidence, differentiazl
settling, erosion, and other associated problems.



II. ASSETS

Although the city's propensity for suffering major fire and geologic
damage cannot be minimized, the community doss have a number of assets
in its favor. TForcmost among these asssts may be the relatively low
density character of major portions of the residential areas of the
city. hus, chances are slight that any one fire or landslide in

such an area would affect large numbers of pecople.

Another asset is the guality of the city's fire department. The
department is generally well rated and willing to take advantage of
new methods and equipment. The regular use of its fire training
facility contributes to this rating. The department is alzo tied
inte a mutual response pregram with the abutiing jurisdictilons of
Los Angs=les City and Los Angelas County which zllows handling of most

emergencies. Jice

Culwver City is alsec fortunate in having 2 number of ordinances, Dro-
grams, and requirements already in existence pertaining to fire and
geologic hazards. Requirements exist as part of subdivisicon ordinances
that agtablish standards for access and minimum water fire flow
reguirements., Automatic fire alarm systems tied through radic wave

+o the Fire Communications Center have heen vequired for residentiel
complexes for several years prior to the recent Uniform Building

Code reguirements,

Public awareness of our fire and geologic hazards is another important
asset., The citizenry is generally cooperative in adhering to fire

regulations. This awareness also contributes to understanding and
cooperation during an actual emergency.

The city is located in the western section of Los Angele
2e such, the city has access to the county data pase
ditions and hazards. Due to previous experignces with
the regicn also has zccess to an impressive Asts base
hazards ; F;l}d to persons well versad in dealing with Ll
While most of this data is extremely detailed and smmlic
small areas, 1t is, nevertheless, a wvaluable resource.




IIT. PROBLEMS AND ISSUES

DEBAN FIEE HAZAWDS

"All of Culver City, an area of 4.8 square miles, has been commit-
ted to urban uses, Local development patterns have historiecally -
consisted of continucus outward expansicn, accompanied by gradual
aging and detericration of the cen=ral city area, More recsntly,
use intensification trends have cccurred in selacted digstriats.
This trend is demonstrated by the fact that all of the total

net additions to the city's housing inventory since the 1970
Census. have been multiple units. The urban form that is
evolving is susceptible to a variety of fire related hazards.

1. Fire Hazardous Buildings

In recent years, two major hotel fires in Les Angeles County
which claimed dozens of lives have served to focus attention
on the problem of fire hazardous buildings. These are build-
ings which upon ignition permit rapid internal spread of fire
and are frequently characterized by open stairwells, =ub-
standard electrical wiring, and obsolete heating facilities.
Combined with human carelessness or maliciousness, these
deteriorated conditions provide a potential for disaster.

Many fire hazardous structures are older, multi-storied hotels
that have besn converted to permanent residential use. Such
bulldings commonly provide low cost housing for the poor and
the elderly. O0lder buildings alsoc house 2 variety of commex-
cial and light industrial enterprises. Major clusters of
these buildings in or near the downtown area pose & serious

threat to life and property. The social and economic ramifi-
cations attandant to mitigating the potential threat of firas
hazardous structures are enormous. Complex issues remaln

concerning occupant zafety and walfare, eguitable treatment of
building ownérs, relocation of existing occupants, minimiza-
tion of advérse effects on the general business community,

anc preservation of an adeguate community tax hase.

During 1874, more than 30 percent of all fires served By the
Culver City Fire Department cccurred in residentiazl dwallings.
The estimated losses to these dwellings were nearly ons-fourtn of
d millicn dallars, In the City of Los Angeles, more than 25
percent of all fires during 1871-72 involved private residences
and accounted for & greater number of deaths and injuries than
any cother single type cof fira. ‘Such firss oeceur for a variety
of reasons and no geagraphical or causitive pattern is BUDEY -
ent. Although such fires typically involve o ngle dwsllings
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
